FINANCIAL SUPPORT FOR SCHOOLS

school meals, more help could be available. If eligible, you can get up to £200 

per child for School Essentials, plus extra funding for our school. Check

HEALTHY LUNCHBOXES

• A drink of water, fruit juice (not squash) or milk 

• A carbohydrate bread, pasta, rice, potato or wrap 

• Either a protein (meat, fish, lentils, nuts, seeds) or calcium food 

(yoghurt, cheese) 

A healthy lunchbox must NOT include: 

• Crisps 

• Fizzy drink/squash/cordial 

• Sweets 

A healthy lunchbox can include one item from the following list: 

• One small chocolate bar/biscuit 

• One cake 

• One cereal bar 

Please remember to add an ice pack to your child’s packed lunch during warm
